PRESERVATION OF OFFICER CADET SCHOOL PORTSEA HERITAGE
AT POINT NEPEAN NATIONAL PARK

The former Victorian State Government entered into a lease arrangement with the Point Leisure Group to develop a
hotel and spa complex at the old quarantine station site in the Point Nepean National Park.

Part of the area proposed for redevelopment includes the former location of the Officer Cadet School (OCS) Portsea
which occupied parts of the quarantine station between 1951 and 1985. During that time OCS produced hundreds of
young officers for the Australian and New Zealand Armies as well as officers for a number of other nations.

A memorial wall, which was relocated to the Royal Military College, Duntroon in 1985, was established at OCS in 1967
and displayed the names of all graduates who had died on active service, including the name of Major Peter Badcoe
VC, one of OCS Portsea’s most famous graduates, who was posthumously awarded the nations’ highest military
honour for bravery in Vietham in 1967. The main assembly hall at OCS Portsea was named the Peter Badcoe VC hall
in his honour.

As a graduate of OCS Portsea, I have a particular interest in ensuring that the history of OCS Portsea, and its
significant contribution to the Australian Defence force is not lost during any redevelopment of the quarantine station.
It is my hope that a significant and appropriate memorial to the school and its graduates be included in any plans for
the site development, along with appropriate narrative for visitors. At the very least, the name of Major Peter Badcoe
VC should be enshrined at the former OCS site, either through the retention of the existing assembly hall, or on some
other prominent memorial.

I seek your support in ensuring that a significant part of Victorian military history and the memory of a famous
Australian soldier are not lost in any development of the former quarantine station site at the Point Nepean National
Park.

I am writing to let you know about recent enhancements to the Department of Veterans’ Affairs
(DVA) Rehabilitation Appliances Program (RAP), which will see the inclusion of several falls
prevention items in the program’s National Schedule of Equipment (the Schedule).

RAP assists eligible members of the veteran community to be independent and self-reliant in their
own homes through the provision of a wide range of clinically required aids and appliances.

The RAP Schedule is being expanded to include a range of falls prevention items currently supplied
through the HomeFront Programme.

The expansion of RAP will result in a streamlined assessment process for eligible veterans as only
one assessment will be required. The changes will also ensure that the RAP Schedule continues to
be appropriate and effective in meeting the clinical needs of eligible veterans in the community. As
part of the changes, the HomeFront Programme and the Veterans’ Home Maintenance Line
(VHML) will cease from 6 February 2015.

Eligible veterans can continue to access falls prevention items in the same way they access other
items on the RAP Schedule, by asking their general practitioner for an assessment. If the falls
prevention item is clinically required, the item will be supplied to them.
