Thank you for your letter, which I received on 24 July 2013, concerning processing times for
applications for review at the Veterans’ Review Board (the Board).

Please be aware that applications for review proceed through a number of stages from lodgement
to finalisation. Not all applications necessarily proceed through all stages. Some are primarily
under the control of the Board and others largely under the control of the Department of
Veterans’ Affairs or the applicant.

Stages primarily under control of the Board are:

e from receipt of the section 137 report from the Department until a section 148 notice is
sent to the applicant;

e from receipt of a Certificate of Readiness until the hearing; and
e from hearing until publication of the decision.

I have been advised that at the end of the 2012 financial year, there were 2,888 applications
outstanding. Of these, 28% were under the control of the Board, 56% under the control of the
applicants and not ready to be heard and 15% under the control of the Department. I am
informed that the Board had 5.4% of applications under consideration for over two years at the
end of 2012. Considerable work has been undertaken to achieve this result.

The average time taken to process applications during 2011-12 was 355 days, which is under the
12 months set out in the Board’s General Practice direction.

In order to continue to achieve such positive outcomes, the Board has also requested that the
Government consider legislative changes to provide additional case management powers so that,
wherever possible, the key questions and relevant evidence are established as early as possible so
that the hearings can proceed without unnecessary delay. That issue will be considered by the
incoming government. However, any urgent matters are prioritised for hearing.

Please be assured the Board is doing all that it can to expedite the hearing of matters.

Improved online travel claims in November 2013

From November 2013 DVA is removing the 100km limit per round trip.

Presently, eligible OVA clients can claim online for up to ten trips per daim and can track the
progress of the claim. This includes kilometres travelled using a private vehicle, parking fees, road
tolls, taxi and public transport costs. From November you will also be able to claim online for

accommodation costs associated with medical travel. Claimants simply need to keep their receipts
for four months just in case DVA needs to verify the travel.
